Supported by the Sheffield Diocese and the Sheffield Methodist District, John Thomson (Diocesan Director of Ministry) and Christine Jones (Director of Urban Theology Unit) have developed a mid-ministry course for Anglican Priests, URC and Methodist Ministers as part of the Regional Training Partnership.

It is a course which will provide the opportunity to reflect on practice, update some theological and biblical knowledge, and share experiences of ministry.


Courses will be offered in a four-day block, e.g. Monday afternoon to Thursday lunchtime, and there will be two meetings per year. It will be possible to use this course to obtain an MA, validated by York St John University, or alternatively as part of a less formal Continuing Development in Ministry, where ministers would be welcome to attend as auditors without having to submit the assignments. Ministers who wish to attend on this latter basis could also opt for specific modules rather than the whole course.


Ministers who want to use this opportunity to read for an MA would need to do the following:

· Attend a Research Skills module over 2 days, dates to be confirmed (probably early in September)

· Complete 4 modules, some taught and some reflecting on practice, which includes submitting an assignment of 6,000 words for each module.

· To complete the MA, submit a Dissertation of 12,000 words on a topic to be negotiated with one of the tutors and approved by York St John University.


Christine Jones and John Thomson will be holding an Exploration Meeting for anyone who is interested in either taking the MA or coming to some or all of the sessions as an attender, from 10.30am to 12.30 (including a sandwich lunch) on Thursday 11 March 2010 at the Urban Theology Unit. If you would like to talk to someone who has done the course since 2008 please feel able to contact: Revds Judith Trickett, Anesia Cook, Nigel Elliott, Jeff Stokoe and Mark Wigglesworth who will also be invited to the meeting.
